Monroe County’s makeup has changed a great deal during the past 40
years. The completion in the early 1970s of the New Jersey section of
Interstate 80 started the county’s metamorphosis from a rural resort
and farming community of 32,000 to a burgeoning suburb of the New
York metro area with a current population of almost 170,000.

Monroe County, established in 1836 from parts of Northampton and Pike Coun-
ties, was named in honor of President James Monroe. Covering 609 square miles in
Northeastern Pennsylvania, our county is partially bordered by the Blue Mountains,
the Delaware River and the Lehigh River. Monroe County, the heart of the Pocono
Mountains, is home to some of the most beautiful natural areas in the Common-
wealth of Pennsylvania. Monroe County’s rural nature and status as a world-class
tourism destination serves as catalysts to an excellent business environment.

« Census 2010 population was 169,842, making
it the third-fastest growing county in Pennsyl-
vania.
